The well was shut in and the recycle and burner were turned off. A vac truck was immediately
dispatched to suck up the standing fluid. 120 total bbls of fluid was spilled and 120 bbls was
recovered and pumped into the facility tanks. The stained ground will be washed with warm fresh
water and sucked up with a vac truck. The USFS will determine a cleanup plan for the misted area
outside the dikes. The contaminated soil will be excavated and hauled to an approved landfill.
