A VAC truck was then mobilized to the well/facility site and began collecting 
the spilled oil and putting it into the facility production tanks.  Additional cleanup will consist of cleaning 
the affected gravel within the containment berm.  Also, the pipeline fitting will be repaired before it is 
put back into service.
