Arrived on location at 12:00.  12 degrees F, light snow, NW wind 0-5 mph.  Observed site and took 
photos.  It appeared that the heater/treater, located on the east side of the well pad, had a 
malfunction and sprayed oil towards the E/SE on to pastureland. The approximate area of impact is 
as described in the report.  
Due to approximately 2-3 inches of snow covering the ground, a visual determination of the whole 
area could not be made.  However, the size of the release was determined by an area lacking 
vegetation where equipment had disturbed the vegetation and some soil.  
Further followup will be needed for confirmation samples and/or visual observations in the 
spring/summer 2016.
