Driver was unloading truck into tank. Tank has it's own pump that pumps oil into pipeline. The pump
on the truck was apparently pumping faster that the tank pump was emptying tank causing the tank to
be overfilled.

Immediate risk was soil contamination.

Soil contamination only. No water nearby.

Action Taken or Planned:

Driver saw problem right away and stopped his pump limiting amount of oil that actually escaped
tank. Driver was able to contain small amount of oil that reached the ground by forming a soil dike
around oil. The contaminated soil was removed and fresh dirt replaced. In the future drivers will be
required to strap tank and be sure there is enough room in the tank even if tank pump is not working.
