Hose rupture during truck unloading operation.

Truck pumper safety when hose rupture. Health hazard was menimized by proper PPE.

Release impacted soil if not addressed immediately had potential to leach into ground water.

Action Taken or Planned:

Spill was contained within the property boundaries. Clean up crew and side dump arrived on site at 
7:30 a.m. And began placing absorbent diapers to absorb the liquid. Hydrovac arrived on site at 10:30 
a.m. Side dump and Hydrovac took the contaminated dirt offsite to dispose of at 13 Mile. After 
contaminated soil excavation soil samples were taken for analysis to be taken on Monday. Dug out 
area was barricaded to prevent injury or entrance. Back fill will be added once lab results indicate 
permissible levels have been received.

Update to the state of North Dakota on the Spirit Energy LLC 4/30/2016 release of 8 bbls of crude oil 
on Kinder Morgan’s Tioga location. Sampling conducted after initial cleanup (see attached) shows 
that NDDoH diesel range organics (DRO) still in exceedance after initial cleanup. Please note that 
Sample ID X5 in the attached report is from the excavated soil truck bound for disposal at 13 Mile.  

Additional excavation and hydro vaccing has occurred at the location since receiving these results on 
5/6/2016. We will provide the new lab results as soon as they become available.
