Arrived on site at about 1200 on Wednesday.  There is a large portion of the ditch which was torn up 
by the semi and which is about 100 yards from the intersection/stop sign.  Oil staining, residue and 
odor are present on the bare ground farthest from the intersection.  A sand material was put down in 
some stained spots by someone other than the cleanup contractor or the NDDoH.  Cleanup is in 
progress.

There was another release area right next to the stop sign at the intersection.  This site was said to 
be cleaned up by the contractor.  We did not notice this release.  Further follow-up required to review 
this unseen spot and the remediation progress of the larger torn-up area.
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
