While fueling a truck, the driver spilled diesel on the property and then left the scene.  Because they 
don't know who the responsible party is, CHS is taking responsibility for the cleanup of their own 
property.  I spoke to a company representative the morning after the spill, and he said the spill area 
was approximately 30' X 375' and about 60-80 gallons.  CHS hired a contractor to excavate the 
contaminated soils the morning after the spill was discovered.  They said they dug down 
approximately 6" in most areas, but they dug down 12" in one area with scoria where the diesel 
seemed to have seeped deeper.  They took the soils to the Secure Energy landfill and provided us 
with the landfill tickets to demonstrate this.  They also provided us with photos of the spill site and 
cleanup.  All documentation can be found in the corresponding folder.
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
