Phone call with county sheriff on site and follow-up with responsible party. Sheriff's estimate is 130 
gallons of diesel from passenger side saddle tank impacted roadway and shoulder slope. Some 
standing water is in the shoulder ditch; however, it is about 70 yards away from the spill. Responsible 
party looking for contractor to remove impacted soil after contacting NDDOT about any requirements 
it may have for the cleanup since it might affect the roadway.

Correspondence from responsible party on cleanup of the site: "The cleanup went well from what I 
have heard. Pinnacle Engineering of Minneapolis was handling the cleanup. I spoke to them a week 
or two ago to get an update. They took what they guessed at about 60 yards they pulled up and 
hauled away. They put down an enzyme I believe to help break up the fuel. They took samples and 
were awaiting the results and NDDOT's approval if anything else was needed. Hefty Seed of Wilton 
was going to fill and lay grass seed once they got the approval from the state. I have not received any 
paperwork from Pinnacle for the cleanup due to waiting on final approval. If there's anything else I 
can help you with please let me know."
