Tank valve inadvertently left open on back side of tank.  Truck driver did not see it until after 
significant amound had been released.  Amount of release or duration of release not known.  
Transport driver could not estimate amount of time from beginning of transfer until release discovery.

Risk Evaluation:

very low.

Potential Environmental Impacts: 

Operator says that RR grade forms barrier to the east, and feels that spill is contained in small area.  

Action Taken or Planned:

Load of sand is being delivered to form containment. Will dig through 1.5 to 2 feet of snow to 
determine extent of spill before forming containment.

WCEC will be mobilizing to site to arrive Tuesday morning to begin clean up.

WCEC plans to scoop up what is possible and store in Poly Tank for later re-use.  Beyond that, clean 
up depends on circumstances of the spill and the site.
