(the number of years specified is in the table) continuously collected by telephone survey from
persons 18 years and older. All data is self-reported data. Numbers given are point estimate
percentages followed by 95% confidence intervals. Statistical significance can be determined
by comparing confidence intervals between two geographic areas. To be statistically significant,
confidence intervals may not overlap. For example the confidence intervals 9.3 (8.3-10.2) and
10.8 (10.0-11.6) overlap (see picture below) so the difference between the two numbers is not
statistically significant. That means that substantial uncertainty remains whether the apparent
difference is due to chance alone (due to sampling variation) rather than representing a true
difference in the prevalence of the condition in the two populations. The less they overlap, the
more likely it is that the point estimates represent truly different prevalences in the two
populations.
