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Crayon Window Hangings
· [image: image1.wmf]Old crayon pieces
· Crayon sharpener or plastic knife
· Waxed paper
· Iron

1. With a crayon sharpener or plastic knife, shave off small slivers of crayon onto a piece of waxed paper.
2. Help your child cover the crayon shavings with another piece of waxed paper.
3. [image: image2.wmf]Press the sheets together with a warm iron.  The crayon will melt and run together, making interesting-looking designs.
4. If you hang the designs in a window, the light will shine through the designs, as if stained glass.
Frostbite Blizzard
[image: image3.wmf]Crush ice cubes (as many as you like) in a heavy plastic bag with a hammer, or use a blender or food processor, to make crushed ice or “snow.”  Scoop the “snow” into a bowl.  Pour your family’s favorite fruit juice over the “snow” and serve.
Cinnamon Applesauce Dough Ornaments 
· 6 tablespoons warm applesauce
· 10 tablespoons ground cinnamon
1. Mix cinnamon and applesauce in a bowl until completely blended.

2. Form dough into a ball and roll to ¼-inch thickness on a board that has been sprinkled with cinnamon.
3. [image: image4.wmf]Cut into desired shapes with cookie cutters.  Use a plastic straw to make a hole at the top of each ornament (for hanging ornaments).

4. Place ornaments on a cooling rack and bake in a 150 degree oven.  Leave door slightly open and dry for 6 hours.

5. Decorate with ribbons and other holiday trimmings.  Hang the ornaments on your tree or use on gift packages.

Snow Globes

Paint the lid of a baby food jar and let dry.  Glue a small plastic toy (animal, person, etc.) or small holiday decoration onto the inside of the lid.  Fill the jar with water and glitter.  Screw the lid on tight.  Turn the jar upside down and shake.  The “snow” will fall all around the plastic toy.  Your children will be amazed at their own snow globe they created.
