Person(s) met with:  Jane Moore, Administrator and elementary teachers at recess break.  

Findings: (Note if they are following recommended procedures for parental consent, storage, classroom procedure, weekly tracking, etc.)
I met with Jane Moore, Administrator, to discuss and monitor the fluoride program.  Gackle is following all the recommended procedures for the mouthrinse program.  The school had 14 packets of mouthrinse left from last year.  It appears they may not be doing the program every week.  I also visited with the teachers and recess and they openly admitted they do not remember to do the program every week.  I suggested to Ms. Moore that it might be easier for everyone to remember to do the program each week if they establish a mouthrinse day each week.  That way teachers would remember that Wednesday is mouthrinse day and the children would become accustomed to the routine each week as well.  I also suggested that the principal could announce mouthrinse day each week with the morning announcements over the PA system.  Another good way to remember is to have the teachers place the fluoride sticker on their calendar for each week as a reminder.  I also reminded the teachers that in order to get the 30 percent reduction in decay benefit from the mouthrinse program, the children must rinse on a weekly basis.
