Do | need a permit for my animal feeding operation?

Whether or not a permit is needed depends on zke Isication and type of livestock operation. For
example, a permit is not required for pasture dpmerg, but a permit may be required for facilities
defined as "animal feeding operations.” An anifeatling operation (AFO) is defined as a lot oilityc
where:

1. Animals are or will be confined for 45 days asnenduring any 12-month period; and
2. Livestock are concentrated such that the nowegédtation (grass or crops) are not sustained
(winter or summer). Weeds are not considemchal vegetation.

Due to their size, large concentrated animal fegdperations (CAFOSs) are required to obtain a fatler

mandated wastewater discharge permit known as thDakota Permit Discharge Elimination System
(NDPDES) permit. Please see the following tabteafdescription of large, medium and small AFOs.

What if | have fewer livestock in my AFO than the
numbers listed for a large CAFO?

Different criteria come into play for medium andam
AFOs. Medium AFOs (for example, a beef feeding
operation with 300 to 999 animals) are requiredgply
for a North Dakota state livestock permit if:

1. The AFO is within 1/4 mile of a surface water
(e.g., stream, river, lake, wetland); or

2. Livestock waste from the AFO is impactindikely
to impact surface or ground water.

If a medium AFO is located within 1/4 mile of a fage water and shows no potential to pollute, the
department can issue a "No Potential to Pollutégrdenation, and a permit will not be required.

My medium AFO is more than a 1/4 mile from any suréce water. Do | still need a permit?

Medium AFOs located more than 1/4 mile from a stefevater must apply for a permit if they pollute or
are determined tbave the potential to pollute surface or groundewaMedium AFOs located more than
1/4 mile from a surface water that do not polluteélo not have the potential to pollute surfacerougd
water do not need to apply for a permit.

Are there any requirements for AFOs with fewer than300 animals?
A small AFO will require a permit if it is deterned by the department that the operation is polutin
has the potential to pollute surface or ground wate

What are the deadlines for medium or small AFOs?
July 1, 2008, is the application deadline. Thelementation deadline for medium and small feeding
AFOs is based on the construction schedule sulumitia the application.

What if | operate a medium or small AFO but only feed animals during the winter months? Do |
still need a permit?

A permit may be required if a wintering operatisrpplluting or likely to cause pollution to surfame
ground water and meets the definition of an AF@f tk:

1. Animals are or will be confined for a total & days or more during any 12-month period;
and

2. Livestock are concentrated such that the nowegétation (grass or crops) are not sustained
(winter or summer). Weeds are not considemchal vegetation.
